PROPOSED DAY-BY-DAY ITINERARY

Day 1: Monday, September 20 - Arrive in Beijing

We arrive in Beijing and are met at the airport by our local English-speaking Tour Guide. We will be transferred in
our comfy air-conditioned coach to our hotel to unwind & settle in. That afternoon we’ll leisurely explore the city
visiting the Qianmen Walking Street & enjoy a Welcome Beijing Duck Dinner that night at the original, century-old
Quan Ju De Restaurant. Overnight at Beijing Temple of Heaven Hotel. (D)

Day 2: Tuesday, September 21 —Beijing

After breakfast we’'ll visit the Temple of Heaven, then drive to the Hutong area around Shishahai Park. We'll tour
the old town by rickshaw, share lunch with Hutong families & participate in a Tea Ceremony at the Bell Tower. That
afternoon we’ll visit the beautiful Summer Palace before returning to the hotel for dinner. Overnight at Beijing
Temple of Heaven Hotel. (B+L+D)

Day 3: Wednesday, September 22 — Beijing

After breakfast we'll depart for the Badaling Great Wall — the scale of it will (literally!) take your breath away! Take
a short walk - or a long walk if you're feeling energetic! We'll bring a packed lunch with us & visit the Ming Tombs
(Ding Tomb) and the Sacred Road that afternoon. After dinner at a traditional restaurant we’ll be treated to a lively
Gongfu Show at Hong Theatre — this is an amazing performance! Overnight at Beijing Temple of Heaven Hotel.
(B+L+D)

Day 4: Thursday, September 23 — Beijing — Xian

In the morning we’ll visit Tiananmen Square & the Forbidden City, then fly to Xian and transfer to our hotel. That
evening we'll take a night tour of the city & enjoy dinner at a traditional restaurant. Overnight at the Shaanxi
Wenyuan Hotel. (B+L+D)

Day 5: Friday, September 24 — Xian

We'll visit the awesome Terracotta Warriors and Horses Museum in the morning, enjoy a packed lunch, then visit
the Great Mosque and the City Wall. That night we will be entertained by the marvelous Tang Dynasty Music and
Dance Show while we enjoy dinner. Overnight at Shaanxi Wenyuan Hotel. (B+L+D)

Day 6: Saturday, September 25 - Xian — Chengdu

We'll fly to Chengdu in late morning & check into our hotel. Optional lunch. That afternoon we’ll visit the Wuhou
Temple and Jinli Old Street. For dinner we’ll enjoy famous Sichuan food, then experience the Chuan Opera with
the famous ‘changing faces’. Overnight at the quaint Wenjun Mansion Hotel. (B+D)

Day 7: Sunday, September 26 - Chengdu

Today we’ll visit the magnificent Giant Pandas at the Chengdu Breeding Centre and Research Base & see these
magnificent creatures at various stages of their development. After a light lunch we’ll tour the brilliant Sanxingdui
Museum which will help us appreciate the sophistication of China’s early bronze culture during the Shang Dynasty
(1700-1100BC). Evening free to explore Chengdu at leisure & sample the local cuisine or enjoy an optional dinner
in the courtyard of our hotel. Overnight at Wenjun Mansion Hotel. (B+L)

Day 8: Monday, September 27 - Chengdu-Kunming

We will be transferred to the airport for our morning flight to Kunming in the western province of Yunnan. On
arrival we'll be met by our local Guide & transferred to our hotel. Optional lunch. That afternoon we’ll visit a
traditional Yunnan Ethnic Village before enjoying dinner at a traditional restaurant. Overnight at Golden Dragon
Hotel. (B+D)

Day 9: Tuesday, September 28 - Kunming

We'll visit the exquisite Stone Forest then, after a simple lunch, visit Sani Minority Village & a local school. That
evening we explore Kunming on foot & enjoy dinner at the nearby Fuzhaolou Restaurant. Overnight at Golden
Dragon Hotel. (B+L+D)

Day 10: Wednesday, September 29 - Kunming-Lijiang

We'll take a morning flight to Lijiang & transfer to our hotel. We'll tour Lijiang Ancient Town where we’ll enjoy a
light lunch at Little Paris and visit the Black Dragon Pool. After dinner at Misixiang Restaurant, we’ll be treated to a
special Mountain River Show. Overnight at Wangfu Hotel . (B+L+D)




Day 11: Thursday, September 30 - Lijiang

We'll drive to Mt. Yulong Snow, take a cable-car ride, visit Yufeng Temple & have lunch at a local restaurant. After
dinner at Mu’s Mansion, we may want to explore Lijiang or sample the many nearby clubs. Overnight at Wangfu
Hotel. (B+L+D)

Day 12: Friday, October 1 - Lijiang-Chongging

We'll catch a midday flight to Chongqing & be met by our local Guide. We'll have a brief city tour & a buffet dinner
then transfer to our 4-star cruise ship and begin our fabulous Yangtze River Cruise. Overnight on-board ship.
(B+D)

Day 13: Saturday, October 2 - Chongqing — Fengdu
In the early hours of the morning, our Yangtze River Cruise will begin. That day we’ll take a shore excursion to the
Ghost City of Fengdu passing Qutang Gorge. Overnight on-board ship. (B+L+D)

Day 14: Sunday, October 3 - Badong - Xiling Gorge —  Sandouping

Our ship will pass Wu Gorge & we'll explore Shennong Stream in a small junk. What fabulous photo opportunities!
We'll then continue sailing into the western section of Xiling Gorge, passing the five-step ship lock at night.
Overnight on-board ship. (B+L+D)

Day 15: Monday, October 4 — Sandouping

Today we’ll visit the site of the massive China Dam Project — the magnitude of this project is truly mind-boggling —
then farewell our cruise ship as we disembark at Yichang. We'll fly to Shanghai and transfer to our hotel. We'll
stroll round the city that evening & enjoy optional “Shanghai Snacks” in nearby Yunnan Street. We'll then take a
city lights river cruise departing from the Bund area. Overnight at Jinjiang Inns Shanghai Bund. (B+L)

Day 16: Tuesday, October 5 — Shanghai

Today we’'ll see Qibao Old Town, enjoy a traditional lunch then visit the Shanghai Museum & the Yuyuan Garden.
After a traditional dinner we’ll attend the astounding Portman Acrobatic Show at Shanghai Centre Theatre — it's as
good as Cirque du Soleil! Overnight at Jinjiang Inns Shanghai Bund. (B+L+D)

Day 17: Wednesday, October 6 - Shanghai

A free day to explore, shop or just relax. Take an early morning stroll to the Bund to see local residents doing
Taichi & other activities, shop in Nanjing Road, explore the Old Town, visit a traditional market or try a Dim Sum
lunch. That night we say goodbye to China at a special Farewell Dinner at Qiaojiangnan Restaurant. Overnight at
Jinjiang Inns Shanghai Bund. (B+D)

Day 18: Thursday, October 7 - Departure from Shangh  ai
The end of our marvelous tour. We'll be met by our local guides and transferred to the airport. (B)
